Melvin Jones
1879-1961

Self less service and sacrifice, devotion and dedication towards the cause of less fortunate
makes a man truly great. One truly such great man was our founder MELVIN JONES. He was
born on January 13, 1879 at Fort Thomas, Arizona, the son of a United States Army Captain who
commanded troop of scouts. Later, his father was transferred and the family moved East. As a
young man, Jones made his home in Chicago, lllinois and associated himself with an insurance
firm Johnson & Higgins. And, at the age of 33 in1913 formed his own Melvin Jones Insurance
Agency. He soon joined the local business circle, and was shortly elected secretary. Melvin
Jones was also a Freemason.

After two years, prompted by his personal code — "You can't get very far until you start doing
something for somebody else" — Jones proposed that the talents of the circle's members could
be better utilized in other areas of community life. He invited representative from other men's
clubs in and around Chicago to a meeting to devise a suitable organization and from that meet-
ing, Jones subsequently integrated his club into an existing initiative that further led to his
selection as Secretary of the "International Association of Lions Clubs" later to be named
"Lions Clubs International". Jones eventually gave up his insurance agency to work full-time at
Lions International Headquarters.

In 1945, Jones represented Lions Clubs International as a consultant at the United Nations
Conference on International Organization in San Francisco.

He is no more with us but he is and will ever be with millions and millions of committed Lions
who live fully to their own proclamation WE SERVE.

His life was a benediction. His vision is an inspiration.

Mr. Mustafizur Rahman Siddiqi, Son of Mr. Mohammad Hossain Chowdhury was born on March
1,1926 in Sitakunda, Chittagong. After his schooling in Sitakunda he pursued higher education in
Calcutta. He completed M.Com form Calcutta University in 1947. He served as Lecturer in Dhaka
University from 1948 to 1950. He then took a higher degree in Commerce from London University
and became a Chartered Accountant from The Institute of Chartered Accountant of England and
Wales (ICAEW).His career as an entrepreneur started in 1962 and played a leading role in the
establishment of a number of new ventures as Managing Director and Chairman.

He was elected a member of the Pakistan National Assembly in 1962 as an Independent candi-
date. He joined the Awami League in 1964 and was elected a member of the National Assembly
of Pakistan in 1970 and a member of Bangladesh Jatiya Sangshad in 1973. After Liberation in 1972
he was appointed Minister of Commerce and Foreign Trade in the First Bangabandhu Cabinet.

Mr. M. R. Siddigi was equally well known as a social worker. In 1958 M. R. Siddiqui joined the Lions
Movement in East Pakistan. After the emergence of Bangladesh in 1972 Lion Siddigi again took the
lead to organize the Lions Clubs.He along with his colleague and close friend Deputy District
Governor Lion Mohd. Khaled visited District after District to re-organize and form new clubs all
over Bangladesh.His self less service and dedicated leadership over the years towards the cause of
Lionism earned him the title of love from his fellow lions who came to regard him as "Father of
Lionsim in Banglasdesh”in recognition of his service. He was the Forum chairman of "The 17th
Africa and South West Asia Lions International Forum" held in Dhaka in 1989. Lion M. R. Siddiqi
was District Governor for four terms of District-305E (Pakistan) for the year 1962-63, 1963-64 and
District-315 (Bangladesh) for the year 1972-73, 1973-74, probably a record in Lionism.

He established Chittagong Lions Eye Hospital in 1963 and Chittagong Lions Foundation in 1966.
Later he established Bangladesh Lions Foundation and as its chairman established Lions Eye
Hospital in 1983 at Agargaon, Dhaka. Besides he was the chairman of OISCA (Bangladesh Chap-
ter), chairman of Bangladesh Pharmaceutical Industries Association (1984), convenor of Bangla-
desh Chamber of Industries (1985), chairman of Metropolitan Chamber of Commerce and Indus-
tries (1985 and 1986), chairman of Underprivileged Children's Education Programme (UCEP)
Bangladesh (1988) and chairman of Bangladesh-lapan Friendship Society. He established Latifa
Siddiqui Girls' High School (1973) and Latifa Siddiqui Degree College (1985) at Kumira in Sitakun-
da. He died on 6 February 1992.

The District 315-B1 again was divided to form District 315 B-3 in
1996-97. Ahsan Nazir was elected Governor of District 315 B-3.

The District 315 B-2 was bifurcated in 1997-98 to form District 315 B-4 and first District Governor of
the new District was Ln Abdul GaffarDobash. And 25th District Governor is Ln Al. Sadat Dubash PMJF
of LCI District 315- B4, Bangladesh.

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Tribute to an Unconventional Grandmother
Ln Zareen Mahmud Hosein, FCA, CPA

My grandmother was a woman who never aged in spirit. Shamsun Nahar Rahman (Paran),
passed away on February 18, 2015 at the age of seventy-five. She was married at thirteen,
and gave birth to five children soon thereafter. She completed her bachelors’ while raising
her children. In her mid-thirtiesParan Rahman founded Ghashful, the first registered NGO in
Chittagong, to provide healthcare assistance in a war torn newly independent Bangladesh.
Over the greater part of next four decades, Ghashful expanded its operations to 6 districts
through 37 branches, to provide services in healthcare, education and microcredit, reaching
several hundred thousand beneficiaries.

Paran Rahman was unconventional in her interaction with her grandchildren as well. She
was furious when my cousindecided to enroll in culinary classes during the break after her
SSC exam. She did not want her granddaughter to be trapped in the stereotypical virtues of
young women. The first piece of advice | received as a teenager from my grandmother, a pioneer healthcare activist in the
country, was regarding use of “contraception” even before | had a complete grasp of its meaning. Needless to say, | was morti-
fied to receive such advice from her at that age.

She had breast cancer in the late nineties and received treatment while continuing her work at Ghashful. During those years
| would travel to Chittagong to see her and visit the slums where she worked. Everyone called her Paran Apa. She knew the
single mothers, the wives and the widows of the slums. She knew the husbands and their vices and if necessary kept them in
check. She would always advise expecting and nursing mothersnutrition from economical sources. She would always advise
the occasional rickshaw puller on his way to work to keep hydrated.

In the last fifteen years my grandmother became involved with a primary school in Chittagong where she acted as the honor-
ary Principal. She was shameless in seeking support for the school from her family and friends. When she travelled abroad,
she took brochures of her school to distribute to anyone who would take an interest. When she was happy, she hummed the
tunes her pupils learnt in school. During Ramadan, her demands on our zakahwere endearingly endless: uniforms for her
school children, money to build new cabinets at the school, a new paint job.

Paran Rahman worked relentlessly for state recognitionof the war heroines (birangona) from Chittagong and her native Comil-
la. However, she was not fond of the term birangonaand preferred to address them as freedom fighters. This was her attempt
to transform their image of being victims of the war to that of active seekers of independence. This year as a result of her
initiatives the Government of Bangladesh recognized Afiya Khatun Khanjani from Chouddagram to provide state support.

Paran Rahman became involved with elderly rights and rehabilitation in her later years. As | was living abroad, she would
invariably ask me to find elderly women who she could live with. To me and to my familythis idea sounded outrageous.
However, her wish does not seem as shocking anymore. She was a widow in her seventies and it might have been great to
have company of new friends who are similar in age.

Once when | called her, she was writing a piece for a local newspaper about her own mother and role model who died of
cancer in her thirties. That is when | understood how role models
come into being. Paran Rahman’s role model was a mother who
was enlightened even though she lived in a village. She used
vegetable dyeson clothes and created artwork with teeth of the
fish. She knew about herbal medicines and read books on
Ayurveda. She sang in the afternoons and gathered the village
women to read to them. That’s when | realized each of us passes
on a little bit of our knowledge and aspirations to those we love
unconditionally. Each of us becomes a role model to those we
love unconditionally.

| delayed writing this for far too long because | didn’t know where to begin. The memory
of my grandmother, Shamsun Nahar Paran, is no small matter. After pondering it for
nearly two months, here | am at four in the morning, hunched over my laptop, deter-
mined to write it down before the words escape me once again.

Everybody reading this is already aware of my Nanu’s many achievements and accolades,
the details of which would fill this entire book. | will share the story of our unique
relationship, our special bond, our kindred spirits.

People say that | was her favourite granddaughter. But the truth goes far deeper than
that. In many ways, | inherited my Nanu'’s spirit, and she knew it. We're both poets, her
and I. And we see the world through a poet’s lens, a precarious balance between vision
and reality. We see the world for what it is, and we long for it to be better. We see the truth and the lies. The
beauty and the ugliness. The tragedy and the potential. And we feel a moral imperative to do something about it,
to fight injustice wherever we see it, however we can.

Nanu recognized herself in me. She nurtured and inspired mefrom a very young age. She was the person who gave
me my first journal, which proved to be the single most influential moment of my entire life. | don’t remember
exactly when it happened, but it was a few years shy of my tenth birthday. She told me to write down anything
that came to mind, and I've been doing it ever since.

One of my favourite memories is of when Nanudropped by our house during my last visit. | was having an especially
creative summer, the fruits of which | shared with her. | read my work out loud, and she gave me constructive
criticism. She appreciated what | did well, but didn’t hesitate to say where | needed improvement. Like a true writer.

No matter how long she lived, or how badly her body deteriorated, Nanu held on to her youthful essence. She
greeted new things with an almost childlike wonder. She never stopped wanting to see more, do more, be more.
She always told me, “Act locally. Think globally”. Her vision was limitless. She never ran out of plans. And she never
stopped collecting things that meant something to her. As she aged and slipped into that second childhood, not
everyone was so tolerant of her endless passion, a fact that caused her great sadness. She once told me, “Ar keoa-
makebujhena.Ekmatrotumiamakebujho” (No one else understands me. Only you do). If this is true, | consider it an
honour and a privilege.

As a young girl, | took great pleasure in the fact that my Nanu wasn’t like other grandparents. In fact, | still do. She
was always positive, always active, and she always encouraged me to fly as far from the nest as | could. She
enriched my life in ways that | didn’t even realize until many years later. From giving me certain literature to read,
or certain tasks to do, to taking me to cultural events, and even sometimes forcing me to participate. One thing
that she didn’t do was preach. She didn’t need to. She led by example, a formidable one. Ghashful, the institution
that she built out of her living room, lives on as
her legacy today, serving the poor and the
disenfranchised. It is her greatest wish come
true.

| hope | can make her proud one day by
proving myself worthy of the special place that
I held in her heart.l am so fortunate that my life
was touched by someone so beautiful,
brilliant, inimitable, and indomitable. Nanu
was a trailblazer who not only dreamed of
leaving this world a far better place than she
found it, but succeeded.

What is LEO?

Leadership — Experience — Opportunity. Those are just a few of the rewards young people gain from participating in
Leos. They also happen to be the values that create the acronym of our club name. In total, more than 144,000 young
people in 144 countries are proud to serve others in their local communities and to call themselves Leos. These young
community leaders are friendly, active and dedicated to creating new and exciting opportunities by participating in their
local Leo clubs and social and professional connections are an additional benefit for Leos.

There are two tracks of the Leo Club Program. Alpha Leo clubs are those that consist of members between 12 and 18
years of age. Omega Leo clubs are those that consist of members between 18 and 30 years of age. The Leo Club
Program's maximum age of membership is 30 years of age, though it is at the discretion of the Lion's district to enforce
younger upper-age limits for Omega clubs. There are no major differences in the operations or logistics of Alpha and
Omega Leo Clubs.

What are Leo Clubs?

Leo clubs are an official activity of Lions Clubs International that encourages young men and women to serve others in
their community and around the world.

Leo clubs are sponsored by local lions clubs and may be either school-affiliated or community based.
Leo club activities include regular meetings, service projects and social functions.

The Leo motto - Leadership, Experience, and Opportunity - is fulfilled as members work together in response to the
needs of others.

Jim Graver

The first Leo Club was founded in 1957 by Jim Graver. He was an active member of the Glenside Lions Club in Pennsylva-
nia, America. In 1964 the Leo Club Program became a sponsored program of the Lions District.

History of Leoism

Leo Clubs History Back in 1957, Graver was the coach of the Abington High School, Pennsylvania, USA, baseball team.
Graver was also an active member of the Glenside, Pennsylvania, Lions Club. With fellow Lion, William Ernst, Graver
talked about starting a service club for high school boys. "The Kiwanians had their Key Clubs and the Rotarians had their
Wheel Club (since changed to Interact Clubs)," Ernst is quoted as saying in an October 7, 1976 newspaper article in "The
Evening Bulletin." So they asked their fellow Lions for support. Without hesitation, the Glenside Lions agreed that a Lions
youth group was a good idea. Graver and Ernst set to work. "We needed a nucleus, a group of kids to start with," stated
Ernst. "So we got Jim's son to come to the first meeting with his whole baseball team." Nine sophomore, junior and
senior boys joined the group of 26 baseball players. Together, the 35 teens formed a club. On December 5, 1957, the
Glenside Lions presented a charter to the Abington High School Leo Club. As the world's first Leo club, the group created
the Leo acronym - Leadership, Equality, Opportunity (Equality was later changed to Experience.) And, the group chose
maroon and gold - their school colors - to serve as the Leo club colors. An Idea Whose Time Had Come The Abington Leos
were a singular entity until 1963. In that year, a Leo club was formed at the Tamaqua Area High School in Pennsylvania.
Shortly thereafter, a former Philadelphia Lion formed a Leo club in New York. By 1964, there were 27 Leo clubs in Pennsyl-
vania and one in New York. The circle of junior service clubs was expanding. In October 1967, the board of directors of
Lions Clubs International adopted the Leo Club Program as an official program of the association. Open to males and
females, the objective of the Leo Club Program was (and still is): "...to provide the youth of the world (with) an opportuni-
ty for development and contribution, individually and collectively, as responsible members of the local, national and
international community." In 1968, newly formed Leo clubs began sending their requests for club certification to Interna-
tional Headquarters. On October 17, 1969, forms requesting certification for the Abington High School Leo Club reached
headquarters. On this date, the world's original Leo club was formally recognized as a part of the international Leo
program. Leo John Hebert of Baederwood, Pennsylvania, served as president of the Abington High School Leo Club.
Today, the Leo Club Program is stronger than ever. Community service remains the cornerstone of the program. Like their
Lion counterparts, Leo club members enjoy serving their neighbors and watching positive results unfold.

Late. Ln. Abdul Jabber Khan is the founder of Leo Clubs in Bangladesh. In 23rd
August of 1973 the Leo Club of Bangladesh namely Kamalapur Leo club was
established.

At present there are 6 Leo District (315 A1, 315
A2, 315 B1, 315 B2, 315 B3, and 315 B4) under the umbrella of six Lion District
with Multiple District 315.
